‘home fee’ rate of £3,225.

Asylum seekers cannot afford these fees or living
costs because they are not allowed to:

« Apply for student loans
« Apply for grants and most bursaries
 Work in the UK

 Manchester: all undergraduates ‘home fees’
 Liverpool Hope: 8 students per year ‘home fees’
e Liverpool: 5 students at a time ‘home fees’

 Edge Hill: 2 students ‘home fees’
